Women and Girls (W&G) – this replaces a previous 

payment by clubs with a women or girls section to 

the Sussex Women’s Cricket Association and 

reflects the additional support received if you have 

a Women or Girls section. (£15 per annum) 

GroundsmanΩs Association – membership fees for 

the Groundsman’s Association were previously 

collected separately, but will now be included in 

the annual affiliation package. Full details of the 

benefits of this membership can be found in this 

brochure. (£50 per annum) N.B. Membership is 

mandatory for Focus Clubs. 

Out of County Clubs – as well as Affiliation to your 

home county, you can obtain Secondary Affiliation 

to Sussex at a cost of £15.  This will entitle you to 

use of the Fixture Bureau but not access to the 

other benefits.
