                   8 A – SIDE UNDER 15 GIRLS LEAGUE RULES


THE LAWS OF CRICKET MUST BE APPLIED, UNLESS OTHERWISE STATED
1. MATCH DURATION:

Each match should be no more than 20 overs per side and no less than 16 overs per side.
2. FIELDING :
a) No bowler can bowl more than 4 overs in a match

b) 2 Runs will be awarded to the batting team for each WIDE or NO BALLS bowled, but no extra ball will be allocated, except in the final over of each innings when in addition to the 2 Runs an extra ball will be bowled. N.B. EXTRAS COUNT IN ADDITION TO ANY RUNS/BOUNDARIES 

c) ECB Fielding Regulations shall apply in all matches. 
3. BATTING:

a) A batsman must retire once they reach/pass 30 Runs
b) A retired batsman may resume their innings when only 1 batsman remains. In the event of there being more than 1 Retired batsman they must return in the same order they retired and will retire again once they reach/pass 60 Runs unless there is only 1 batsman remaining.
c) The Innings is closed upon the fall of the 7th Wicket

4. FOOT NO BALLS

a) A FREE HIT will be awarded for all foot no-balls

b) A batsman can be only be out as a result of a Run Out during a FREE HIT

c) Fielding positions for a FREE HIT must remain the same as the previous delivery 
5. SUBSTITUTE PLAYER:
In the event of an injury a substitute player is allowed, however they can act only as a NON STRIKER when batting and only as an OUTFIELDER when fielding.
6. LENGTH OF PITCH:

a) 22 yards

7. BALLS:

a) 5 ounce Women’s Cricket ball 

b) A new ball shall be provided by the home team for each match and the same ball should be used for both innings.

8. RESULT:
a) In the event of a score being EQUAL the team losing the LEAST NUMBER OF WICKETS shall be declared the WINNER the teams are still EQUAL the match shall be declared a TIE
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
