SUSSEX SENIORS CRICKET

If you are aged 49 and over and would like to continue your cricket playing career the how about giving seniors cricket a go with the Sussex Seniors.   Seniors cricket has been in existence since the early 1980s and there is county league cricket provided nationally for the over 50s, the over 60s and the over 70s.    Each team has the objective of winning their respective League and so the aim is to pick the best team available.   There may well be a number of early season friendlies in April and May and should you decide to join the Seniors it would be a good idea for you to make sure you play in these games.    Sussex Seniors have been in existence since 1984 at 50+ age group level; 60+ since 2003 and the 70+ side since 2010.
All games are mid-week games.   The 50+ 1st XI and 2nd XI play on Wednesdays although the 50+ 2nds may also have some games on Thursdays; the 60+ 1st, 2nd XIs, 3rds and 4ths will play on Tuesdays.   The 70+ 1st XI and 70+ 2nd XIs play on Thursdays.   We have been asked to consider starting a 60+ 5th XI and a 70+ 3rd XI side as well, but I am not optimistic that there are the player numbers as yet!  The games mostly start at 1.00 or 1.30pm.   Each competition is initially played on a league basis with top teams progressing to a knock out stage. Games are played 45 overs per side with a maximum of 9 overs permitted per bowler.   Each competition has its own website and these can be found at -

If you are interested in joining, it might be a good idea if you were able to attend some of the indoor nets which are run for the Seniors at Brighton Aldridge Community Academy, the Arundel Castle Indoor Cricket School and at Horntye Park, Hastings.   

Brighton Aldridge Community Academy Nets, Falmer – Indoor nets at the Brighton Aldridge Community Academy, Falmer take place on Fridays between 10.00 am to 11.00 am.  The fee will also be £5 per session per person - cash only please.    All three net bays have been booked which will mean that 21 players/netters can be accommodated.    We have two qualified coaches in attendance.   The feeders of bowling machines are required to wear a helmet and at Falmer, batsmen and wicket-keepers are also required to wear helmets.   The wearing of helmets is for insurance purposes and obviously for your own protection as well.   

Arundel Castle Indoor School Nets – Nets take place on Monday mornings from 10.30am for two hours and the fee is also £5 per person per session – again cash only.   The feeders of bowling machines are required to wear a helmet and batsmen and wicket-keepers are also encouraged to wear helmets.   

Horntye Park Nets, Hastings - Indoor nets at Horntye Park, Hastings have been arranged with 90 minute sessions starting at 3.15 pm on the 21st January and running weekly until the week before Easter.   If you are interested in attending the Horntye nets please speak to Roger on 07900 430420 and make sure that he can accommodate you.
